4. Pay special attention to the solution of the problem (if it is solved) and the outcome of the story
5. Address least 3 of the following in your review:
A. The neurologist tells Sarah that Henry's brain damage from the bullet can be taken over by other parts of his brain, but that the serious damage is from another cause. What was this cause? 

B. How did Henry change after his injury? Compare his personality before and after the damage to his brain. 

C. Who was Bradley? How was he important to Henry's recovery both while he was in the hospital, and later on when he returned to his job as an attorney? 

D. How did Rachel teach Henry to read? Did this scene seem realistic to you? 

E. How difficult do you think it would really be for a severely brain damaged adult to relearn to read?

6. Critique the movie:  Explain what you liked or didn't like about the film, giving examples to back your statements. Don't just say it was interesting, say why it was interesting. Refer to specific parts of the movie.  Explain why you would or would not recommend the movie to a friend.
