You are to respond to the following in paragraph format. Do not number your answers.  
Email the paper to me by the end of class (finished or not) with the following subject line:  
lastname hour Road A

1. First, THINK
about how the world will end.  (I know it’s not the most “fun” topic.  Just do it.)
Try not to rely on the movies you’ve seen.  Think of various events that could cause a world where cities are destroyed, homes no longer have their roofs, vegetation and animal life are wiped from existence, people are rarely seen, and survival is a daily struggle.
