2. Write a two paragraph response.  In the first paragraph, write a 120-word summary of the work in your own words. 

a. Identify the title, date, and the author of the work in the first sentence, the topic sentence.  Be sure this is a sentence and not a fragment.
b. Present the main ideas.  Do not use direct quotes—use your own words.
c. End with a parenthetical citation e.g. (Bowman, 2012). (Note:  period follows the citation) and a word count (WC  120).

3. In the second paragraph, explain your reactions and connections to the article.
4. Use the template page with the left hand heading.  Be sure to include a header containing your last name as the title.  Include a page number. 
5. Create a reference page.  
6. Make sure the in-text citation and reference entry follow APA documentation format.  If you are not sure of the formatting, visit OWL at Purdue, check your handout, or see the instructor well before the assignment is due.
7. Follow all APA formatting requirements.  Reminder:  REMOVE EXTRA SPACING.
8. Use correct grammar, spelling, punctuations, and sentence structure.  Note the FCA given by instructor.
9. Type the FCAs at the top of your paper as instructed

10. Submit final copy Tuesday, March 27.  Mark your calendar.
